➤ Everyone involved in the development process must have a 
common vision of the objectives


➤ Development work must be well planned, ensuring 
flexibility of the curriculum, allowing for various WIL 
activities


➤ Give every willing student the opportunity to get involved.

➤ Ensure that each student has a contract in place, detailing 

the tasks, duration, supervision, assessment, etc.

➤ Collect and document the experiences of all parties on a 

regular basis

This initiative aims to 
enhance job insertion for individuals with disabilities and equip them 
with essential skills for the labour market.
